For Own Choice music, time limits will be adhered to:
All solos (except Champion of Champions) 5 minutes
Duets 6 minutes
Champion of Champions 8 minutes
(a) Winner in Championship classes 1 to 10 must compete
in the Junior Champion of Champions or forfeit the win in
their class.

(b) Winners in Championship Classes 11 to 20 must
compete in the Open Champion of Champions or forfeit
the win in their class.

Music for Champion of Champions will be Own Choice.
Competitors may use a Test Solo if they wish.
Percussionists may compete in any or all of the classes
34-36 (Junior) or 37-39 (Open). The Champion
Percussionist in each division will be determined by a
points system:- 1st =5 pts, 2nd = 3 pts, 3rd = 2 pts.
Starting times are for morning and afternoon sessions only
will be provided. Competitors must ensure that they are
available to perform when,and as, required.
